What is El Sabanero Private Village?  
El Sabanero is a private, Trust-owned fractional ownership resort comprising currently 10 cabins 

in the heart of Guanacaste. El Sabanero has been built to offer owners a unique and affordable 

opportunity to own a home in Costa Rica, provide worry-free ownership, and ensure hassle-free 

vacations.  

  

If I purchase at El Sabanero, do I own real estate?  
Yes, indirectly. Title to the residences is held in perpetuity by a Costa Rica Trust for the benefit 

of the owners. Each owner has flexible access to all cabins and the main building within their 

ownership category (currently only 1 room cabins). Similar to other real estate, ownership may 

be sold, willed, transferred or placed in a trust at any time. Transfer of ownership is flexible and 

does not involve notary or notaryôs costs or local land registry fees. Transfer of ownership can be 

executed from overseas.  

  

How much ownership will be sold? 
The total number of Beneficiaries in Phase I and Phase II are 1040 of which only 800 Beneficiary 

certificates will be sold and 240 Beneficiary certificates are owned by the developer. (Each 

Benficiary certificate represents one week in one Cabin.) 

  

Can more than one family or individual share a single ownership?

What are the advantages of fractional ownership?  

Fractional ownership is designed to provide generous and flexible vacation use and remove the 

worries typically associated with vacation-home ownership. Fractional ownership also 

significantly reduces the financial burden compared to traditional vacation-home ownership.  

  

As an owner, how often can I vacation at El Sabanero?  
You can stay for 1 week per Certificate purchased every year. For additional weeks you will pay 

50% of the published price, which is money your management company earns to enable us to 

waive your yearly management fees.

How do owners reserve lodging?  
The reservation policies allow owners to reserve visits well in advance, while also 

accommodating more spontaneous visits.

Costa Rica has recently caught many eyes as a hot tourist spot but also as a great place to 
purchase real estate. With so much public attention and a vast number of tourists visiting Costa 
Rica every year, the country offers a great investment environment for real estate. Below are 
great reasons to invest in Costa Rica Real Estate. 
 

1. Stable Government:  
Costa Rica is a democratic republic with three branches of government and has enjoyed one of 
the most democratic governments in Latin America. As of 1948, Costa Rica abƻƭƛǎƘŜŘ ƛǘΩǎ ŀǊƳȅ 
and since 1949 has enjoyed its peaceful democratic existence, often being referred to as the 
ά{ǿƛǘȊŜǊƭŀƴŘ ƻŦ /ŜƴǘǊŀƭ !ƳŜǊƛŎŀέΦ The government is one of the people and one that very much 
sees the value of tourism. Over the past few years the government has incentivized foreigners to 
come and retire in Costa Rica. Stable government ensures that the money you put into your 
property is safe.  

2. Stable Currency:  
Investors want to know if their money is safe in Costa Rica. Stability of the government has 
helped to maintain a solid and stable currency.  
The Costa Rican colon, also denoted as CRC is the official currency of Costa Rica. (Currently $1 
USD = 560.245 CRC). Colones come in notes of 1,000 up to 10,000.  
US Dollars are also accepted as legal tender in Costa Rica. Both are widely accepted and 
exchanged throughout the country with approximately 90% of the places of business in the 
country accepting the US Dollar. 

3. Tax Incentives:  
This seems to be the one everyone loves! As mentioned earlier the Costa Rican government has 
created one of the most attractive investment environments in Latin America.  
Capital Gains Tax= 0% in Costa Rica. The capital gains taxes are exempt for a business if the 
money is derived from an activity that is not the normal course of business for the company (This 
exemption is established through the use of SA, or Sociedad Anonima). Property Taxes in Costa 
Rica = .25%. This rate is significantly lower than most places in the world. As a result people are 
buying in Costa Rica which increases demand and ultimately increases value. There are not many 
places where you can buy a piece of property that has incredible appreciation potential with 
such low holding costs.  

4. Corporate Tax: The Sociedad Anonima (S.A.)  
These forms of corporate structures allow owners of property to keep their names away from

Usually a stay permit of 90 days is given to passengers 
arriving from those countries.  

9. WEATHER:  
Due to its proximity to the Equator and to both the Pacific Ocean and the Caribbean, its climate 
is Tropic to Sub-Tropic. It is cool and relatively dry in the mountain ranges that traverse the 
country from south east to north west, and it is hot and humid in the low lying beach areas. 
Typical temperatures are: 18 to 26 Celsius (65 to 79 Fahrenheit) in San Jose and the Central 
Valley, 24-30 Celsius (75 to 86 Fahrenheit) in the Beach areas both in the Pacific and the 
Caribbean side. 

10. HEALTH:  
The country has proper hygienic standards, it has a reasonable public health system (hospitals, 
clinics, etc), and an excellent private health practice. In fact in the last years the ¨health tourism¨, 
people that come from abroad to be treated in Costa Rica (dental care, plastic surgery), has risen 
considerably.  

11. LANGUAGE & RELIGION: Spanish is the official language of the country. A lot of locals dominate 
the English language; also there are a lot of foreigners living in Costa Rica. Creole English is 
spoken in the Caribbean side as it has a numerous population from Jamaican heritage. 
Main religion is the Catholic (76%), followed by the Protestant which its major component is the 
Evangelical church (14%), and also different minorities such as a small Jewish community. 

12. PEOPLE 
The Costa Rican people (or Ticos as they call themselves), are almost an international cultural 
phenomenon because they are such a gentle, spirited, friendly, educated, polite and kind people. 
They are open-minded and eager to assist. When you say thank you or gracias in this country, 
the reply is always CON GUSTO which translates WITH PLEASURE, and they MEAN it! And as an 
added bonus they seem to border on a refreshing obsession for cleanliness. You will surely find 
and appreciate this to be one of the cleanest countries in the world. The people, their homes and 
public facilities.  

13. MEDICAL COST  
In general, the cost of an office visit will likely be comparable to your co-pay in the U.S. or at the 
minimum to 1/3. You can also be confident you will be well cared for by staff and doctor.
